Alan McDowell on July 23rd, arranged by Neighborhood Watch chair Leslie Reeser.   
A few highlights worth mentioning are:   

 
�  Keep belongings stored out of sight in vehicles and car doors 

locked. 
�  Never open the door to strangers or solicitors.  Always buy 

cookies, candies, alarm systems only from a known source 
(friend or neighbor, their child). 

�  If approached by someone claiming to collect funds benefiting 
a disaster relief fund, organization or specific victim, ask for 
published information and verification of fund or contact 
organization directly. 

�  Keep bushes and shrubs trimmed back and outdoor lighting on 
sensor trained in front of your windows and doors allowing 
good visibility. 

�  Keep social media and voice mail messages vague about when 
you are leaving for vacation and when you will be back. Post 
pictures upon your return. 

�  When in doubt, call 911. They will determine the risk and radio 
officers accordingly. You are not responsible for risk 
assessment or investigation. We are only asked to be an extra 
set of eyes. 

�  Time to check your smoke detector batteries? Check the ones 
in your alarm system also!

VINEmobile  
 

VINEmobile is the mobile app version of VINE (Victim Information and Notification 
Everyday), the National Victim Notification Network.  The app allows victims to register 
for timely and reliable information regarding the custody status of offenders 24 hours a 
day. Victims and concerned citizens can register to be notified by phone, email, text 
message (where applicable) or TTY device when an offender’s custody status changes.  
 
 

MobilePatrol:,  
 

Keeping communities safe and informed by improving communication between law 
enforcement and the communities they serve.  MobilePatrol helps law enforcement 
agencies rapidly communicate vital public safety information such as emergency alerts, 
most wanted, sex offenders, arrest warrants, jail bookings & VINE notifications.  Users 
of the app can also send anonymous crime tips and offender sightings directly to local 
law enforcement.
